This co-ed league is designed for children who are 6-7 years old. Practices will begin April 13 at the 
Greenwood Sports Park. Practices and games will be 75 minutes, from 6:00-7:15 pm. 
 
Practice and games will be on Mondays and Wednesdays. The schedule is set up for four practices and then 
six games over the five-week season. Every effort will be made to play all six games and we may extend the 
season beyond May 13 if there are rainouts.

This is a developmental league. Practices will be geared to be both fun and educational. We will 
teach fielding techniques, batting stance, hitting techniques (stressing safety), running the bases, 
throwing techniques, basic game play, etc. We will follow the basic rules of baseball with several 
modifications. Games will be however many innings we can play within the 75-minute time limit. Our 
emphasis will be on learning the game. This is a coach pitch league with a secondary option 
to hit off the tee. 
      
Each player will get a team jersey and MLB replica cap (if available). Players must provide their own 
mitt and can provide their own bat. The bats, balls and tees will be provided by the league.
